We support the objection made by the Cotswold Conservation Board and ask what weight is given to policy guidance in PPS7 given that “the conservation of the natural beauty of the landscape and countryside should be given great weight in planning policies and decisions”

With regards to the potential impact and effect on the Cotswold AONB we would make the following comments. Firstly repeated reference to the percentage of the AONB included in the Zone of Theoretical Visibility is both misleading and inappropriate…….We consider that the impact and effect on  the views from the western edge of the Cotswold AONB have been underestimated.

In considering the potential impact and effect on users of public rights of way (including Cotswold Way) the LVIA describes views as being intermittent and filtered. Whilst we would concur with this, we also consider there is need to consider the likely duration of visibility  and the disruptive effect that occasional views can create.
