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Wind Farm protesters  horrified by noise during turbine visit

Protesters against a five-turbine wind farm near their village crammed into a minibus to visit Somerset’s only towering turbine at Chewton Mendip.
Energy Company Ecotricity organised the trip to try to persuade the group members that their plans for a wind farm would not have a big impact on their lives.

However when the group visited the 120metre tall turbine on the Mendip Hills they were far from impressed.

“As I got off the bus I was horrified by the noise that the turbine was making”

“There was a high pitched buzzing noise, which we were told was coming from the generator and a loud whooshing noise that was made as the turbine blades passed the stem”

“The amount of noise surprised and alarmed me, as we were told that turbines generate little noise”

One protester Mr  Sucksmith  said that he knew one of the residents, Mr Cook near the Chewton Mendip turbine and he had invited the group to detour the minibus to his nearby home to discuss the matter, but was told they could not detour.

The group was angry and upset.

Mr Sucksmith said “Mr Cook is more than happy for us to visit him on the way back and he will tell us the truth about living near the turbine”

He tells me that it is noisy especially at night” 

Another protester said “It’s like Ecotricity has something to hide”
