1. “You must show what other sites have been considered and why this site has been chosen. There should be criteria set out against which all potential sites are assessed………………this should indicate how you have chosen this site as the most appropriate one for the development proposed. Alternatives must include a ‘do nothing option’ and what that would result in.”
2. “The proposed desk- based assessment and site walkover to investigate archaeological remains is inadequate.....the appropriate archaeological assessment should  comprise desk-based assessment, geophysical survey of all areas of ground impact and trial trenching , which should investigate a minimum 5% of the area of the proposed development.”

3. “Background noise levels during the early hours should be taken into account”
